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Why Support Beaumond House? 

For over 20 years, Beaumond House has been committed to providing supportive palliative care to patients and 

support to their families living in Newark and district. We have 4 beds for respite care, 11 day care places each 

weekday and provide care in the community. 

Did you know that in 2010/11 Beaumond House cared for over 400 patients and their families by providing: 

 357 new patient referrals 

 2680 days of day care 

 1108 nights of respite care 

 478 sessions of complementary therapy 

 418 items loaned from walking frames to electric recliner chairs and motorised mobility scooters 

 24/7 support and advice including 588 sessions of benefits advice worth £800,000 

ALL AT NO COST TO OUR PATIENTS 

The annual running costs for Beaumond House Community Hospice are in excess of 
£800,000 per year, equating to over £2,000 per day. The NHS contribution is around 25% 
and so we are heavily dependent on the generosity of our local community.

Building a page takes just a few minutes 
and is completely free. You then share your page with friends and family by email or facebook and iPhone apps. Your 
friends donate and the money is transferred directly to Beaumond House. You do not need to chase your friends for 
payment, you just concentrate on your challenge.  
JustTextGiving by Vodafone enables individual fundraisers - to collect donations by text using a unique code, such as 
BHCH32. This is another easy free and powerful way of collecting sponsorship. For more information visit 
www.justgiving.com or contact a member of the fundraising team.

What is your Fundraiser going to be? 

 Are you going to join a Beaumond House Fundraiser such as the Forget me Not Sponsored Sleep Walk? 

 Will you be running a totally new Fundraiser? 

 Will this Fundraiser be solo such as running a fun run or mass participation such as a disco, race night or car 

wash? 

 Set realistic budgets and ensure you stick to them 

 The simplest Fundraisers often raise the most amount of money 

 

Where will you hold your Fundraiser? 

 Consider the size of the Fundraiser, can you do this at home or do you need to hire the local community 

centre or village hall? 

 Are there catering facilities? Are there enough tables and chairs? 

 Do you need any special equipment or licenses? 

 Do you know anyone who can offer their products or services for free or at a discount? 

 

How will you promote your Fundraiser?  

 Will you need extra help from friends, family or from the Fundraising team at Beaumond House? 

 How and who are you going to invite?  

 Are there ways of raising extra funds on the day, such as a raffle or bring and buy sale? 

 Speak to the Beaumond House Fundraising team about helping you to design and print posters. They may 

also help you publicise the Fundraiser on the Beaumond House website and to the local media 

 

When will you hold the Fundraiser? 

 Does the Fundraiser clash with any other Fundraiser / fete / Bank Holiday? 

 For outdoor Fundraisers, consider the weather and have an alternative venue should the weather be 

unpleasant 
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Checklist 

There are regulations governing how you can fundraise for charity which are aimed at protecting the public from 
fraud. When fundraising on behalf of Beaumond House Community Hospice, please remember that you are acting as 
an ambassador for the charity and follow the guidelines below to avoid problems. 
 
Charity registration 
It is a legal requirement to include the Beaumond House Community Hospice charity registration number on all 
printed materials e.g. letters, posters, tickets etc. Our registered charity no. is 1025442. Speak to the Fundraising 
Department and we can help you design and print posters 
 
Insurance 
If you are running an event, you must be sure you have adequate insurance cover. This may be provided by the 
venue and in certain cases, Beaumond House. In all cases, a risk assessment must be carried out. If you are unsure 
about insurance cover, please speak to the Fundraising team as we can offer guidance and a Risk Assessment 
template. 
 
Alcohol 
You will need an Occasional Permission license from the local police if you wish to sell alcohol at a Fundraiser in 
unlicensed premises. However, you may sell tickets that can be exchanged for drinks without such a license. 
 
Raffles 
You will need a Lotteries License from your local council to run a raffle and you will be liable for its organisation. 
Please speak to fundraising team as we can provide the license details necessary. This does not however apply to 
raffles held at one off Fundraisers e.g. dinner dance.  
 
Public and Door to door collections 
Please do not carry out your own door to door collections as it is illegal to do so without a special license. Do not 
collect money in the street or any other public place without a license from the local authority. Please contact us if 
you would like to join an organised collection 
 

Materials and publicity  

  Depending on the Fundraiser that you are holding, you may want to tell as 
many people as possible about it. This means creating posters for use in the 
local area (please ask permission before you put up any posters). Beaumond 
House has a template poster which you can use to add any relevant details 
and imagery or photos. We can also print them off for you to distribute 
 
Inform the local media of your Fundraiser including Newspapers, TV, Radio 
and websites. Beaumond House can support you in informing the media. 
We cannot promise to get any publicity, however if you already have 
photos, the Fundraiser is an unusual idea or involves lots of people there is a 
better chance of it being noticed and used. We have a Press Release 
template to use to help publicise your Fundraiser 
 

Be innovative – The more novel the story, the more likely it will 

appear in the media

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Frequently Asked Questions 

What if people ask me what the Hospice does? 

Tell them that we provide supportive palliative care to patients with life limiting or long term conditions. We have 

included further details of what we do and how we support the local community. We can provide you with printed 

literature if you need it 

How much does the hospice need to raise? 

To continue to provide our care to the patients and support to their families, Beaumond House requires around 

£800,000 each and every year. We rely on voluntary donations and legacies for around three quarters of that – 

around £600,000. Some of our costs include –  

A patients meal £5.00 

Transporting 2 patients to/from the Hospice £10.00 

One hour Community Care £14.00 

One hour of Nursing care £20.00 

One Welfare Rights Consultation £20.00 

Comfort and support of bereavement  session - 1 hour £35.00 

Aromatherapy & Massage Oil - for one month £55.00 

One day of day care £80.00 

Community Night Sitting service - 1 night £126.00 

A trip out for day care £350.00 

Cleaning Consumables for one month £400.00 

Motability Scooter £600.00 

A electric recliner chair - for loaning to a patients to use at home £1,000.00 

Cost of running Beaumond House for 1 day £2,000.00 

 

What can I do with the money as I raise it? 

You can pay money to the hospice as it is collected and we can keep a record of your total for you, or you can keep 

hold of it and pay in one amount.  You can either deliver the cash/cheques to the hospice, or send cheques via the 

post.  Justgiving.com is a great way of creating a sponsorship page and easy for friends and family to donate money.

Do I need to issue receipts to those who support me? 

No, but if you are asked for a receipt or need a personalised thank you letter, we can arrange this.
